Economics Student Work Packet

Students’ are required to complete .5 credits of economics classes.  There are several ways that a student can satisfy this requirement at Career Tech High School.  Students can take two classes using Glencoe Economics Principles & Practices for a quarter credit each.  Students can take a class on Plato for one quarter credit.  This packet details the two quarter credits available through Glencoe’s economics text.   To receive a quarter credit you must include a signed copy of the syllabus.
Students must complete any two of the following three classes:

Economics on Plato plus two short writing assignments per teacher
    .25 credits

Economics (Glencoe) Chapters 1-10 (pages 1 – 281)
    .25 credits

Economics (Glencoe) Chapters 11-20 (pages 285 – 565)
    .25 credits
ASSIGNMENTS:

· Students will read and respond to Glencoe’s Economics.  Students will complete all Section Assessments  and Chapter Assessment  parts “ Identifying Key Terms”, “ Reviewing the Facts” and “Applying Economic  Concepts”..

· You must use complete sentences, unless the question calls for you to simply fill in the blanks.

· Sections 2 and 3 of the chapter’s “Reviewing the Facts” require a solid paragraph of approximately five sentences, filled with supporting details.  Do not skimp!

Work for the entire class can be handed in at the end in one big packet.  It is highly advisable that you show your teacher the first few chapter quizzes to ensure that you are doing acceptable work.  If the work is not acceptable, it will be handed back to you for rewriting, so it is better to know up front if your work is acceptable.

· Student work that will earn an A or B grade is characterized by the following: accurate and correct; detailed; answers questions completely and thoroughly; uses complete sentences.

· Student work will be assessed using the state Reading Scoring Guide and the State Writing Scoring Guides.  These scoring guides are the ones that are used to score the reading and writing samples for the CIM.  All assignments must be completed in order to earn credit for the course.  All assignments must be completed to the satisfaction of the teacher in order to be accepted for grading (i.e. Expect to be involved in editing for proper grammar, mechanics, format, spelling, adequate length, appropriate content, etc.).

Writing assignments for Economics in conjunction with the Plato Economics courseware:

Writing topics are assigned by the teacher.  This page will list several sample topics that have been assigned in the past, and may serve as a jumping off point for developing the actual topics that the student will write on.  Essays should be one to two pages long, and should be well written and well thought out.  Successful completion of the Plato courseware constitutes 75% of the grade, and is considered an “A” since it is done to mastery.  The two short essays constitute the remaining 25% of the grade, and as such are worth 1/8th of the course grade each.  They will be graded as per state writing standards.

Raising the minimum wage is a large political decision, with people arguing for and against it.  Why do we have a minimum wage?  What is the historical background of the minimum wage?  What are the positive and negative effects of raising the minimum wage?  As a working teen, do you think the minimum wage should be raised, and if so, how much?  What do you think your opinion would be if you were a working adult with a spouse, kids to raise, car payments, and were just barely making it financially at a medium wage job?

Poverty is a major problem in Lincoln County.  The number of students receiving free or reduced cost meals at school is high, as is the number of families receiving assistance from the state government.  What are different ways that low income or out of work families can receive help?  Make an exhaustive list of different services that are available to families in crisis.  Give a brief description of each, how a person/family would qualify, and who they would contact to get the help.  Be sure to cover issues such as food, clothing, housing, electricity, phone service, health care, etc.
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
